So here’s the qualifier.
1) Fuck off and die is not meant as a message, it’s the title of a song by green day, more specifically, F.O.D.  A song that has gotten me through a lot of hard times.  Sorry if you took it personally.

2) I used language that made something apply to the group when they were not meant that way.  I will put an addendum here: I admit I was in an absolute fury when I wrote it, so I was thinking universally about groups instead of about specifics.  I don’t want this to be something where people who do good things question themselves. I do still think good things about certain people, and even some of the people I was targeting I think good things.  But I do feel there’s a huge problem, and that I’m willing to take the position of at least bringing it out because it’s been affecting me deeply and personally. 

3) I take the blame for a big thing, for not having the confidence of saying anything when I could have to not have let things get this bad.  I’ve even been on the side I opposed actively, and in that regard I apply a lot of what I wrote to myself as well.  Let me repeat that.  I apply a lot of what I wrote to myself as well.  I tried not to target anyone specifically and I definitely realized I did that, so I will qualify that with this:  For the specific people that could be brought up by name from what I tried to say, I only mean the things I say in that specific incidence, which is very, very minute.  I leave the rest of the letter open to self reflection, I took specific things I saw that made me mad fairly and just said them as an application to the group, in a way, to depersonalize them to not incriminate anyone.  In that, I indicated people that shouldn’t have been indicated in things not their fault, but it’s too late to take it back.   If this upsets you or not, I encourage you to come talk to me, and I expect you to be angry and probably hurt, but I would hope to at least have a constructive talk in both directions, not just me saying why I was mad but letting other people come out with it too.

4) I am not perfect, I hope it wasn’t implied.  I really don’t believe that.  I put myself out there a lot and when it got to be too much, I couldn’t pull back for reasons that I was worried about what people would think.  I take all blame for anything that I did for others where it cost me time.  Don’t ever feel bad if I fixed your computer, I agreed voluntarily and I should have said no if I couldn’t handle it.  I expressed it the way I did because the constant appeal overwhelmed me and I needed to express it exactly how I felt. From here on out, I will try to be more honest about things.
5) I used very harsh language, and it is how I felt when I wrote it.  That more than anything has offended people I’ve talked to, which seems funny, but sorry, that’s my anger.

6) Finally, the people closest to me have been the most hard on me for this.  Because they know what I lost by doing this, the respect, the friends, the relationships, the attitude, so many things.  They keep telling me that this is so unlike me, always before I made the sacrifice and kept a solid front, that I usually do a lot of things.  This was costly to me to produce, but it’s also I feel important.  I think there is a lot of things that need to be changed, and I do not say these things from solely my point of view.  People complain about many things all the time but no one says anything that rocks the status quo.  So I did, I pissed people off, I made people agree, I did a lot of things because I was and kind of am at a point where I have nothing left to lose.  Yea, everyone has problems, but I brought mine up and people are reacting.  I’m not sorry for anything I said, I’m sorry the situation and I got to this point, I’m sorry for the hurt feelings, and I am sorry if nothing gets fixed.  

I’ve been told to take the letter down.  That would be saying I didn’t mean it, so here’s what I’m doing.  It’s still available as a link on my website, www.surfrock66.com and I encourage you to read it, but this is also important to express so I’m putting this first.  I will change this as I get feedback, as people tell me they feel something I said applied to them when it really didn’t.  But for the whole day after I wrote it, I walked around with a huge weight lifted from me, for the first time I really could breathe, and I definitely talked with some people who read it and either read it and wanted to understand, why I was upset or agreed with me.  Now, as one person had a negative reaction, other people have felt it ok to tell me how they really feel, and I’m ready to talk to anyone who wants to.  Peace.

PS.  I felt angry for a long time before this, brought it up with enough people to believe I’m justified, and in a fit of anger decided to publish it.  Yea, it’s probably not the best way to present it, in fact, it’s quite likely the worst way to present it, but I did and because of that I stand by it.  Even though that means I’m losing/changing some relationships I have, I need to stand by it because even in less harsh words, I meant everything I said there.  I look at individuals and how it’s affected things, and in specific cases I just want to apologize and go back, but I’m not doing that.  If you have no respect for me after this, then I’m sorry, our friendship wasn’t one of the ones I want to keep.  I’m glad people are introspecting after this.  And I don’t wish bad things on anyone, what’s done is done and you can’t go back, so the best to people who I never talk to again.  And for the people who listened and thanked me for having the balls to say something that went against the grain and was honest, heartfelt, and probably to some degree effective, thanks for having faith in what I have to say.
